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Resumo

A dissertagdo visa compreender e identificar a posi¢ao e lugar que a CPLP ocupa
na acdo de politica externa/internacional do governo angolano. Destarte, os conceitos
chaves para a melhor compreensdo da pesquisa em andlise foram identificados,
destacando-se o conceito de politica externa e o conceito de agenda setting. Angola tem
consolidado uma politica externa que visa impulsionar e consolidar parcerias bilaterais e
multilaterais, e delimitar as suas zonas de influéncia, com o objetivo de alcancar os seus
interesses nacionais. A CPLP, enquanto organizacdo que congrega nove Estados
Membros que tém o portugués como lingua oficial, apresenta uma perspetiva
potencialmente abrangente nos dominios politico, econdmico, cultural, social, juridico e
técnico-cientifico. A comunidade assenta na cooperacdo como um dos seus principais
fundamentos estratégicos, apresentando uma extensdo multissectorial que integra um
amplo espetro de dominios, concedendo aos Estados membros a flexibilidade na
conce¢do das acdes prioritarias, apesar disso Angola ndo atua com protagonismo na
comunidade.
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Abstract

The central objective of this thesis is to comprehensively examine and ascertain the
standing and function of the CPLP within the broader framework of Angola's foreign and
international policy initiatives. Consequently, the fundamental concepts that facilitate a
more profound comprehension of the research under scrutiny have been meticulously
identified, particularly the concepts of foreign policy and agenda setting. Angola has
consolidated a foreign policy aimed at promoting and consolidating bilateral and
multilateral partnerships, and delimiting its zones of influence, with the aim of achieving
its national interests. The CPLP, an organization that unites nine member states that have
Portuguese as their official language, potentially possesses a comprehensive perspective
in the political, economic, cultural, social, legal, and technical-scientific domains. The
community is predicated on cooperation as one of its primary strategic pillars, exhibiting
a multisectoral scope encompassing a broad array of domains. This confers a degree of
flexibility to member states in the formulation of their priority actions. However, Angola
does not assume a leading role within the community.
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
